In addition to the state-of-the-art floatation pods, the business now offers
use of a sunroom which features sunlight simulators, which replicate natural
sunlight to boost vitamin D levels. The couple have also installed a ceiling
hoist system over one of the pods to allow guests with limited mobility to
get in and out, who would otherwise be unable to use their floatation pods.
